When he became conscious again, he was falling, and 
managed to deploy his chute. He and his crew landed on a mountain, with some of his crew either dead or wounded. Myron hiked down the 
mountain and managed to get some medical help up to his crew. They were treated, and then taken prisoner. 
  
Myron was in the same Stalag about which "The Great Escape" movie was made. He did not participate in that escape, because he was not chosen 
by the escape committee. Good thing, because the Gestapo murdered 50 of those who were caught. I consider this quiet, unassuming man a 
genuine American hero. 
  
The next day, Dave & Debbie Harris, Bob Irwin, Bob Ensley, and Ron Barron, Eileen and I flew to Red Bluff for breakfast. Need to add that one to 
our Norcal Fly-Out list. Good food, good people.
